Dear AP Students and Parents,

You are currently registered for one or more AP courses. This rich and rewarding experience will provide you with the tools that will serve you well throughout your college career and beyond. The AP exam, for which all students are expected to register and sit, will be offered in May 2012. Students scoring a 3 or better on an AP exam (on a scale of 1-5), may receive credit for the equivalent course at one or more of the 3,000 colleges and universities that award credit for Advanced Placement. The information below includes important details about the AP exam registration process. 
Exam Registration/Deadlines
All students seeking to take an AP exam next spring must register online using a customized online BMHS form; paper applications are not accepted. You may access the registration form by logging into www.mcmahonhs.TotalRegistration.net. The Total Registration website may also be accessed through a link on the BMHS website. 

This year’s 3-week online AP registration will begin on Monday, January 9 and end on Friday, January 27, 2012. The late registration period will begin on Saturday, January 28 and end on Friday, February 3, 2012; a $5 late fee will be assessed per exam registration. It is imperative that you adhere to these deadlines, as no extensions will be granted and the registration site will no longer be active. 

Mandatory Pre-administration Meeting

When registering, you will be required to sign up for one pre-administration meeting. You have the option of attending the mandatory pre-administration meeting on April 11 or April 12. Requisite paperwork will be completed during this time.
Registration Payment

Registration is not complete until payment is submitted by cash or check, along with the printed registration confirmation, to Ms. Knox, Bookkeeper, Ext. 11321. Checks should be made payable to BMHS and the student’s name should be written on all checks. The fee per exam is $87. Students should retain a copy of the registration confirmation form in the rare situation that a discrepancy occurs. Students receiving free or reduced lunch should contact Ms. Amaker, AP Coordinator, in the School Counseling Department, prior to registering.

Exam Calendar for BMHS
The 2012 AP Exams will be administered this year from Monday, May 7, 2012 to Thursday, May 17, 2012. The late-testing exam period will take place from Friday, May 18th through Thursday, May 24th. Only students taking exams scheduled for the same time slot may take an alternate form of a particular exam during the late-testing period. If a student tests late, there may be an additional fee, grade reports may be delayed up to a month, and the free-response booklet for that particular exam will not be available. There are no make-up exams; you must arrive on time and bring all necessary materials with you.
